LOCAL COMPETITIONS
1. Premier League Competitions:
The 16 teams compete in a League format. At the moment we have the main league and top 8 leagues. There could be more forms of Leagues per season depending on the availability of sponsors.

In the main league the top team goes out to play internationally in CAF Club Championships. The top four teams play Tournament on Round Robin Basis.
2. “A” Division

The 20 teams compete similarly as above and both are National Leagues.
